Materials Stored at Jobsites 

Wood? Carpet? Brick? Wiring? Cabinets? Which items do you leave at jobsites for installation at a later date or time?

It is customary for contractors to leave materials for installation at jobsites.  They also leave them in their cars, homes and in storage facilities.  Materials are also delivered by third party carriers.  These materials, should they be stolen or damaged, can add up to a significant amount of money lost.  Who is responsible to replace them?

A contractor’s insurance policy typically covers tools and equipment owned by the contractor.  This can include their tools and equipment or even inventory.  This does not include what is purchased on behalf of a client.

A homeowners insurance policy or a contractors course of construction policy can cover the home under construction to include what has been installed.  Common exclusions would be materials not yet installed but on the premises.
In order to protect yourself and your client, make sure your insurance policy includes “installation coverage”.  This will cover items purchased to be used or installed for a client or job.  This coverage can pay out whether materials are stolen from a vehicle, damaged in a car accident or burned up in a fire at the jobsite.

Once the items are installed then the homeowner or general contractors builders risk policy should pay for damages.
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
