Inspect your premises monthly.    Self inspections will greatly increase your ability to fix any unsafe or potentially unsafe conditions before a property loss.
To assure your tenants, employees and insurance agent, you are committed to a safety program, it is critical that you demonstrate your expectations and involvement directly.
